STEP 
1

Install the rear bracket

Install the AWN TO K9 REAR LHS/RHS MOUNT BRACKET to 
the awning identifying which holes align. Use a knife or a 
punch to make these holes in the awning bag, and then 
secure the bracket to awning using the M8x20 bolts, washers 
and Nylock nuts. Only tighten the fasteners down finger tight.

STEP 
2

Install the front bracket

Install the AWN TO K9 FRONT MOUNT BRACKET to 
front side of the awning. Identify which holes align. 
Use a knife or a punch to make these holes in the 
awning bag, and then secure the bracket to awning 
using the M8x20 bolts, washers and Nylock nuts. 
Only tighten the fasteners down finger tight.

STEP 
3

Test Fit on K9 Roof Rack

With the front and rear brackets fitted, slide the awning-bracket 
assembly on to the K9 Roof Rack. Secure the assembly temporarily in 
place using quick grips or G Clamps. 

Test the awning by opening it. Ensure that the awning can fully open to 
270°. If it clashes with the rear bracket. It will be necessary to switch the 
mounting holes, so that the awning sits further backward. 
The image on the right shows an awning mounted too far forward.

STEP 
4

Fully Secure Front and Rear Mount Bracket to the Awning

With the position of the front and rear brackets confirmed, 
fully secure the brackets and add the plastic nut caps to 
the nylock nuts

STEP 
5

Secure the Awning to the K9 Roof Rack

Slide the supplied M8 Nuts through the K9 Roof Rack Nut Slot, 
to a position that will somewhat align with the awning brackets. 
Then slide the awning-bracket assembly over the roof rack. 
Secure and fasten the awning brackets to the K9 roof rack, 
using the supplied M8 fasteners
